2. Wrap the male Suction Tube threads with Teflon tape
or equivalent. Thread the Suction Tube into the inlet
side of Pump. Tighten securely.

3. Insert Suction Tube into the drum’s 2" bung opening.

4. Thread the Bung Nut into the tank and tighten it PARTS LIST
securely.

5. Position the Pump Head at the desired height and A Pump Body 1
angle and tighten the Bung Nut side bolt.
