After unpacking the unit, inspect carefully for any
damage that may have occurred during transit.

3. Before using this product, read the operator’s manual
completely and familiarize yourself thoroughly with
the product and its components, and recognize the
hazards associated with its use.

Raise and lower the
unloaded jack throughout the lifting range before
putting into service to ensure the pump operates
smoothly. Replace worn or damaged parts.

6. DO NOT exceed the weight capacity of the jack. Make
sure weight is evenly distributed. Be aware of dynamic
loading! Sudden load movement may briefly create
excess load causing product failure. Exceeding the
maximum capacity for this product is dangerous and
can lead to serious injury or property damage.

7. Always evaluate your task before using this jack. This
jack is designed to lift but not support your vehicle. Use
only as intended.

8. Never work under a vehicle only supported by a jack.

9. Itis recommended that each un-lifted tire be chocked
in both directions.

10. Use only on a hard, level and flat surface capable of
bearing the combined weight of the jack, the load being
lifted, the operator and any tools being used.

11. DO NOT attempt to move or dolly a vehicle with a jack.

12. DO NOT lift or carry the jack by the handle. The
handle may become disconnected resulting in injury or
property damage.

13. Before each use, inspect the general condition of
the jack. Check for oil leaks, jack operation, loose
components, free rotation and pivoting of saddle
adjustment components. If a problem occurs, have the
problem corrected before further use.

AWARNING:
14. DO NOT use a damaged or malfunctioning jack.

ASSEMBLY
1. Assemble the two-piece handle.

2. Insert the handle into the handle socket.

3. Secure the handle to the handle socket by tightening
the bolt.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

A. LIFTING

1. Follow the vehicle manufacturer’s recommended
guidelines for lifting. Engage the emergency brake and
chock each un-lifted wheel in both directions to prevent
inadvertent vehicle movement.

2. Close the release valve by turning the handle clockwise
until resistance is felt. Do not over tighten.

3. Refer to the vehicle manufacturer owner’s manual to
locate approved lifting points on the vehicle. Center the
jack saddle under lift point.

4. Pump handle to contact lift point. Check jack
positioning under slight load to ensure that jack or load
will not slip or move suddenly. To lift, continue pumping
until the load reaches the desired height.

5. Transfer the load immediately to appropriately rated
jack stands.

B. LOWERING

AWARNING: Clear all tools and personnel before
lowering load.

1. Raise load high enough to clear jack stands.
2. Remove jack stands.

3. Turn the handle counter-clockwise to open the release
valve.

4. The speed of descent is controlled by the amount the
release valve is turned. Maintain control of the load at
all times.

C. ADDING OIL

1. With the saddle fully lowered, set the jack in its upright,
level position.

2. Remove the four screws on the tool tray.
3. Remove the screw on the reservoir.

4. Add oil until just below the edge of the oil filler plug
hole.

5. Re-install the oil filler plug and put back the tool tray.

D. CHANGING THE OIL

NOTE: For best performance and longest life, replace the

complete fluid supply at least once per year.

1. With the saddle fully lowered, remove the four screws
on the tool tray.

2. Remove the screw on the reservoir.

3. Lay the jack on its side and drain the fluid into a
suitable container.

NOTE: Dispose of hydraulic fluid in accordance with local

environmental regulations.

4. Set the jack in a level position.

5. Fill it with 250 mL high quality hydraulic oil until just
below the edge of the ail filler plug hole.

6. Re-install the oil filler plug and put back the tool tray.

MAINTENANCE

Use only high quality hydraulic jack oil. Avoid mixing
different types of fluid and NEVER use brake fluid, turbine
oil, transmission fluid, motor oil or glycerin. Improper fluid
can cause premature failure of the jack and the potential
for sudden and immediate loss of load.

LUBRICATION

A periodic coating of light lubricating oil to pivot points,
axles and hinges will help to prevent rust and assure that
wheels, casters and pump assemblies move freely.

CLEANING

Check the pump piston and ram for signs of rust or
corrosion. Clean as needed and wipe with an oily cloth.

NOTE: DO NOT use sandpaper or abrasive material on
ram and pump piston surfaces.

STORAGE

Always store jack in the fully lowered position with the
handle in the upright position.
